Curing Properties

This product is a two-component adhesive. The adhesive can be applied after mixing the two
components in their appropriate ratios. All two-component adhesives have a determined pot life.
Consideration should be given to the amount of adhesive that is mixed, as it must be applied within the
noted pot life for optimal dispensing and assembly.

If static mixers are used, we recommend Quadro mixers with 24 elements to achieve sufficient mixing.

This adhesive can be cured at room temperature or more rapidly with heat. Typical curing temperatures
are listed in the table below.

The heat cure times are only provided as a guideline. They are derived from curing a 2g adhesive sample
without affixed substrates in a laboratory environment. Actual cure times can vary based on part size,
configuration, adhesive volume, temperature control, and the time required for the component
substrates to attain oven temperature.

The final bond strength of the adhesive is achieved no sooner than 24 h after the bonded components
are removed from the oven.

The surfaces to be bonded should be free of dust, oil, grease, mold release, or other contaminants in
order to obtain an optimal and reproducible bond. For cleaning we recommend the cleaner IP® from
Panacol, or a solution of Isopropyl Alcohol at 90% or higher concentration. Substrates with low surface
energy (e.g. polyethylene, polypropylene) must be pretreated in order to achieve sufficient adhesion.

Application

Our products are supplied ready to use. Depending on packaging they can be applied by hand directly
from the container or by using compatible dispensing systems and automation. Many commercially
available valve and controller options are available to ensure accurate and consistent adhesive
dispensing. For assistance with dispensing and curing questions, please contact our Applications
Engineering department. To obtain best results, the adhesive and substrates to be bonded may not be
cold and should be allowed to warm to room temperature prior to processing. For safety information
refer to our Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS).
